Arrange To Take The Law School Admission Test

To be admitted to law school, you must first tdie Law school Admissions Test (LSAT). This
is a standardized examination designed to meakiliethat are important to the study of law—reag]in
reasoning, analyzing. Admissions policies difi@mi school to school, but all ABA-approved law
schools require applicants to take the LSAT.

You should plan to take the LSAT before law schaymplication deadlines. This means you
should probably take the test no later than theeBeer prior to fall admission. The test is offefedr
times a year at locations throughout the country.find out about the testing dates, times andtions,
consult your college advisor, the law school yoa@nsidering, or Law Services.

Familiarity with the test, careful preparationdatetermination will help you do well on the test.
There are several prep courses to choose fromexanple, Law School Admission Council has a
variety of test preparation materials from whiclthmose, which may be accessed at
http://www.lsac.org There are also several private prep courseshwhiit help you achieve a good
score.

Write Identified Law Schools and Request an AppiaraPacket

Once you select the law schools in which you are®ssly interested, write the admissions
department and request an application packet. [gdesaggest that you visit the law schools you
consider attending. Visiting the law school wiNg you an opportunity to talk to current law stotie
attending that school. Those students can giveaylou of information about the school.

Prepare Your Personal Statement

Start working on a draft of your personal state@W! Do not wait until the last minute to
prepare your statement. Once you have what yosidento be your final draft, HAVE SOMEONE
ELSE READ IT!! Itis a good idea to have a lawyead your statement. You can get a lot of feedback
that will make your personal statement STAND OUdnirthe rest.

As you prepare your written statement, keep indntivat law schools have other criteria for
admission. In your personal statement, focus oatwiakes you unique and what proves that you will b
successful academically in law school. It is alsportant to focus on what you will ADD to the law
school as well as the legal community.

Point out your personal achievementany distinction you have achieved through contritig to
social, athletic, religious, or fraternal organiaas will help. Excellence in a particular fieklch
as music or science, can be beneficial to your ssions evaluation.

Point out your employment historif.you have done well at a job, or worked hard whgbing to
college or after college, that will be viewed asign of your desire and discipline.

Point out your community involvemer@ontributions to your community through servicetbers
also may be considered in your admissions evaluatioyou have been active in ethnic specific
student organizations, it is important to poirdut.



Point out any special academic participation oragaition. If you participated in a fellowship,
studied abroad, received any type of award or n@tiog, make sure to include it in your statement.

Point out whether you are a non-traditional studelfityou are the first member of your family to
graduate from college and pursue a professionakdegoint it out! If you had to overcome
significant obstacles in your personal or acaddif@cpoint it out and discuss how this experience
impacted your life.

In sum, your personal statement will be your arfignce to be “interviewed” by the admissions
committee. It is your opportunity to persuadecbsmittee that out of 3,000 applicants, THEY WANT
YOU at their law school. Let the admissions coneitknow that you are persistent, determined,
resourceful, qualified, and personally committeavtirk hard while in law school.

1. Graduate from high school.

2. Take all the required core classes to assure accapte to a good college or university.

In order to make you a competitive applicant tmadycollege, take all the required math,
science, history, English, and foreign languagesesi Talk to a teacher or counselor if you asaite
of the classes you should enroll in. HINT, HINTINA: Sign up for college prep classes like Applied
Physics, Algebra/Trig, College Prep English, Chémjstc. ENROLL AND STUDY, STUDY,
STUDY!

3. Be active in some type of extra-curricular activity

Start now and be active in your community. Whetfwar are active in your church or high
school sports, it is important to develop a tramtord that you care about your community and witl p
time into helping others. Many scholarships tockhyou will be applying for college will ask you ah
you do with your free time. Plan on getting invadvearly.

For students who have to work after school abaojoat home doing chores, become involved to
the extent you can. If you cannot be involved itr&xurricular activities, point out in your apgitons
that you needed to work. Then point out the gealiyou developed as a result of having to workndur
high school, i.e., responsibility, perseverancetumiig, and so forth.

4. Apply for Financial Aid. Apply early!

SUBMIT YOUR COLLEGE FINANCIAL AID APPLICATION AS Y ON AS POSSIBLE
AFTER DECEMBER 31. Always start the year off byttg the financial aid application in the mail by
January 2. College grants are not only given out oeed basis, but orfiest come-first served basis

S. Apply for college early during your senior year.

Apply early to the colleges and universities yoe iaterested in attending. Many schools have
caps. That means after a certain number of apggicahave been received, they will accept no &rth
applications. Apply early so as not to limit yaptions.

6. Take all the required standardized exams!

Guess what. In order to be considered as a studarfour-year university, you need to take the
SAT or ACT exam. These exams may only be offerbshetimes a year, so you should make plans to
take the exams during your junior year.

1. Practice reading and writing.

Start now. Read everything you can get your hamdsRead classic literature, current novels
and nonfiction, newspapers, and magazines. Byngagou will develop a strong vocabulary and
become a knowledgeable and well-rounded individual.

Practice writing! Whether you write a letter or @ssay, it is important to develop strong written
communication skills now.

Important Additional Advice:
Your grade point average can be the MOST IMPORTA&ETor the admissions committee

members consider. Knowing this, try as hard ascayuto keep your GPA over a 3.2. Graduating with
Honors will be something you will never regret!



The second factor schools look at is the LSAT.oiimg this, it is ESSENTIAL that you prepare
for the test. Take a LSAT preparation course PRiIOfking your LSAT test.

These prep courses cost money, but you can apppaftial waivers. You should also save
money to pay for it.

Don't think that buying one of those books to hgbp prepare for the LSAT is sufficient. IT
ISN'T. Especially if you wait until the last mireito open it.

We suggest taking the June LSAT, as it gives yeatylof time to receive your score, and, if
you are unhappy with it, you can retain it in Sefter or October and still apply for the
following year.

Save MONEY. Taking the LSAT, registering for thi®DAS service, submitting applications,
taking the LSAT prep course—all of this takes mdn&yart saving now! Always ask whether there are
any fee waivers if you cannot afford to pay for lagggion fees.

Treat the process of applying to law school likela You will need to invest quite a bit of time
into this process. If you fail to plan, you planf&il.

Most aidi®cated through the schools to which you ap@@g.the
first step in seeking a scholarship or financidliaito call or visit the financial aid office didse
schools. A financial aid officer will instruct yan the availability and sources of funds, the imagibon
process, and your responsibilities. If you are i@éioh to law school and you satisfy eligibility t&ria,
chances are good that financial aid will be avédab

Make no mistake, law school is expensive. Tuitoats plus living expenses can range from
$10,000 to $28,000 a year, depending on the sglmaothoose. But remember, a considerable amount
of student assistance is available through a weoksources. These include grants, scholarships,
loans.

An important consideration in selecting a law sihs the availability of financial support.
Because financial aid is awarded based on demeadtn@ed, all applicants must complete the College
Scholarship Service’s Financial Aid Form (FAF).

Student Loans

Loans are the major source of financing for stislearsuing a graduate professional degree.
Loans are money that must be repaid with intenedtaae available through the Department of Edunatio
Public or through private lenders.

The Department of Education through federal studahbffers financial help for students
enrolled in eligible programs at participating salsao cover school expenses, including tuition sees,
room and board, books and supplies, and transportdflost federal aid is need-based in the form of
low-interest loans.
